PERSEUS General List

PERSEUS. The son of Zeus (Jupiter) and Danaé,
Perseus was the hero of several interrelated myths.
Because of a prophecy that he would be killed by
his grandson, Danaé’s father, King Acrisius, had
locked the girl in a tower (or underground chamber)
to keep her chaste, but she was impregnated by
Zeus in the form of a golden shower. When the
child was born, Acrisius set mother and son afloat
in a chest. They drifted to the island of Seriphus,
where the king, Polydectes, offered them protection.
Polydectes fell in love with Danaé, but she spurned
his advances. Thinking that Perseus was an imped-
iment to his union with Danaé, Polydectes sent the
young man on a mission to secure the head of the
Gorgon Medusa, in the expectation that he would
be killed. However, with the assistance of the gods
Athena (Minerva) and Hermes (Mercury), Perscus
succeeded.

On his way back to Seriphus, according to Ovid,
Perseus turned Atlas into a stone mountain after
being slighted by the Titan. He also saved the Ethi-
opian princess Andromeda, whom he married after
turning another suitor, Phineus, into stone with the
power of the Gorgon’s head. Upon reaching home,
Perseus rescued his mother from Polydectes and
took the throne.

Perseus later left his brother (or uncle) Dictys in
command of the island and sailed to his native
Argos. Invited to Larissa to participate in funeral
games, he came upon his grandfather, Acrisius. Dur-
ing the games, Perseus accidentally killed Acrisius
with an errant discus throw, thus fulfilling the
prophecy. Although heir to his grandfather’s throne,
Perseus chose instead to go to Asia, where Perses,
his son by Andromeda, became the ruler of the
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Persians. In another version of the myth, Perseus
traded the rule of Argos for that of Tiryns and
founded Mycenae.

Perscus’s story was in wide currency by Homer’s
time. Aeschylus wrote a tetralogy on the hero, and
it is known that Sophocles and Euripides each wrote
an Andromeda; all of these plays are lost. In post-
classical art Perseus is often depicted with his trophy,
Medusa’s head, or riding the winged horse Pegasus,

Perseus and Medusa. When Perseus and his
mother, Danaé, were living in Seriphus at the court
of Polydectes, the king gave a banquet at which
cach of the island’s leading citizens was required to
present him with a horse. Perseus boasted that he
could just as easily give him the head of the Gorgon
Medusa, a monster with snakes for hair and eyes
that could turn a man to stone. Eager to get the
young man out of the way so that he could pursue
Danaé, Polydectes ordered Perseus to make good
his boast. In despair, Perseus went to an isolated
part of the island, where he met Hermes (Mercury)
and Athena (Minerva), who pledged to help him.
They told him to seek out the three Graiae, sisters
of Medusa.

The Graiae possessed only one eye among the three
of them; Perseus took the eye while it was being
passed from one to the other, refusing to give it
back until they had directed him to Medusa. In a
variant of the legend, he was directed to nymphs
who possessed the magical objects he would need
to kill the Gorgon. The nymphs gave Perseus a
helmet or cap that would make its wearer invisible
(Greek, Aidos kyne), a pair of winged sandals that
gave him the power of flight (Greck, talaria), and a
wallet or pouch (kibisis) in which to store the Gor-
gon’s head. Some versions state that it was Hermes
who gave him these objects as well as a sword;
others say that Hades (Pluto) provided the helmet.
Athena gave the hero a mirror (or her polished
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shield), so that he could see Medusa without having
to look directly at her.

Thus armed, Perseus sought and found Medusa
asleep with her two sister Gorgons and slew her,
When Medusa was beheaded, Chrysaor and Pegasus,
her children by Poseidon, were born from the wound
in her neck. :

Flying back to Seriphus, Perscus stopped to ask
hospitality from Atlas. When the Titan refused, Per-
seus turned him to stone with Medusa’s head, thus-
creating Mount Atlas. Proceeding homeward, Per-,
seus rescued then married the Ethiopian princess.
Andromeda. Upon his return to Seriphus he re-
stored the sandals, wallet, and helmet to Hermes.
and gave the Gorgon’s head to Athena, who set ig
in a place of honor in the middle of her shield.

Perseus and Andromeda. After beheading the
Gorgon Medusa, Perseus was flying back to Seri-
phus when he came upon a naked young woman
chained to a rock. She was Andromeda, the daughter
of King Cepheus and Queen Cassiopeia, rulers in
Ethiopia. Cassiopeia had boasted that she (or her
daughter) was more beautiful than any of the Nere-
ids; to punish her, Poseidon (Neptune) sent a sea
monster to ravage the kingdom and floods to waste
the land. Consulting an oracle, Cepheus discovered
that the god could be appeased only by the sacrifice
of Andromeda, who was to be bound to a rock in
the sea and eaten by the monster.

Perseus asked Cepheus for Andromeda’s hand in
marriage in exchange for killing the monster, to
which the king agreed. Perseus battled and overcame
the sea creature with the aid of the magical sandals,
cap (or helmet), and sword he had used to slay
Medusa. The wallet containing the Gorgon’s head
he laid on some leaves and scaweed, which were
transformed into coral.

At the wedding banquet for Andromeda and Per-
seus, Cepheus’s brother Phineus, who had been
betrothed to Andromeda, attempted to carry the
bride away; Perscus turned him to stone with Me-
dusa’s head. Perseus remained in Ethiopia for a year,
during which time Andromeda bore a son, Perses.
Perseus and Andromeda then went to Seriphus,
where he returned the magical implements to Hermes
and presented Medusa’s head to Athena.

Perseus’s rescue of Andromeda from the sea mon-
ster is a frequent theme in postclassical art, although
it is sometimes confused with St. George slaying the
dragon or Ruggiero delivering Angelica, both of
which tales involve similar iconography. In a post-
classical interpolation Perseus is often seen riding
the winged horse Pegasus rather than flying through
the air on his winged sandals.
